Prace je koncipovdna jako pfipadova studie, jez usiluje o kvalitativni rozbor diskuse kolem
transformace berlinského divadla Volksbiihne v dobé jmenovani a aktivniho plsobeni intendanta
Chrise Dercona. Komparativnim zplsobem, prostfednictvim teoretické Skoly kritické diskurzivni
analyzy, mapuje, preklddd a analyzuje klicové dokumenty, ¢imz pfispivd k pochopeni Sirsich
divadelnich, kulturnich a politickych souvislosti, které doprovazely/ji vyménu feditelstvi a vizi promény
dramaturgie a provozu této predni evropské scény.

ABSTRACT

The thesis is conceived as a case study that focuses on qualitative analysis of the discussion around the
transformation of the Volksbiihne Berlin during the time of the Chris Dercon’s appointment and
intendantship. In a comparative way, through the theoretical school of critical discourse analysis, it
maps, translates and analyses key documents, thus contributing to an understanding of the broader
theatrical, cultural and political contexts that have accompanied the exchange of management and the
new vision of the dramaturgy and policy of this famous European Theatre.
