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Abstrakt: Diateze, a to jak ty tvorené pomoci pasivniho participia (pasivum,
prosty a posesivni rezultativ, recipientni diateze), tak i tzv. zvratné pasivum
(deagentizace) byly v minulosti pfedmétem fady studii jak v bohemistické, tak i
v mezinarodni lingvistice, pro ¢estinu ale dosud chybélo jejich diikladné slovnikové
zpracovani. V této dizertac¢ni praci se zabyvam zachycenim diatezi tvorenych
pomoci pasivniho participia a s nimi pribuznych verbonominalnich konstrukci
v gramatické komponenté valenc¢niho slovniku VALLEX. Vlastnimu tématu préace
predchazi kratky historicky tivod a podrobné shrnuti pojeti valence ve Funkénim
generativnim popisu.
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Abstract: Diatheses have been the topic of a number of linguistic studies
in Czech as well as international linguistics. Previous investigations have led
to the delimitation of diatheses formed with the passive participle (the passive,
objective (with auxiliary byt ‘to be’) and possessive (with auxiliary mit ‘to have’)
resultative, and recipient diatheses) and the so-called reflexive passive (deagen-
tive diathesis), but systematic dictionary treatment has not been carried out yet.
This dissertation is concerned with the diatheses that are formed with the passive
participle and their treatment in the Functional Generative Description (FGD).
After a thorough description of the valency theory of FGD, I discuss the design
of the Grammatical Component of the valency lexicon VALLFEX, concentrating
on the rules for the formation of the diatheses that are built with the passive par-
ticiple. Related verbonominal constructions and a new candidate for treatment
as a diathesis (the subjective resultative) are also discussed.
