Tato prace si klade za cil ukazat silnou analogii mezi popisem postavy knéze v Genealogii mordlky
Friedricha Nietzscheho a popisem neurézy u Karen Horneyové v praci Neurdza a lidsky rtist. Nejprve
vyloZime a shrneme roli knéze ve vzpoure otrokd v moralce, nasledné predstavime hlavni body vyvoje
idealizovaného ja, a nakonec obé teorie porovname. Na zakladé tohoto srovnani se pak pokusime
interpretovat knéze nikoli jako vnéjsiho aktéra plisobiciho na spolecnost, ale jako imanentni soucast
lidské psyché, ktera je vzdy potencialné pritomna.

This paper aims to show strong analogy between description of priest in Genealogie of Morals
written by Fridrich Nietzsche and Karen Horney’s description of neurosis in book Neurois and human'’s
Growth. Firstly, we summarize priest’s role in reavolt of slaves in moral. Secondly, we itroduce the main
points in development of idealized self. Then we compare both theories. Based on this comparison we
try to interpret priest not as outside influence on society but as an imanent part of human’s psyché
that is always present in potence.
