
Abstract 

As the central goal of the submitted diploma thesis, I set myself to approach the meaning 

of values in the work of Albert Schweitzer in the ethical and environmental context and to map 

this footprint in the non-profit sector of the Czech Republic. With this work, I would like to 

emphasize the importance of Schweitzer's ethics of respect for life for its constant relevance 

and monitor this influence across the spectrum of non-profit institutions focused on 

environmental protection. The added value of the work lies mainly in the presentation and own 

critical reflection of the main theses of this important figure of the 20th century and evaluation 

of its impact on the current state of environmental education, where for capacity reasons I limit 

myself to selected Czech institutions through a sociological method (a questionnaire survey). 

To support objectivity, I expanded the research with a probe into the media image of Albert 

Schweitzer in the Czech Republic.
