Abstract

Diploma thesis characterizes developments and fundamental principles of U. S.
Immigration Policy. The era since 1965, when the legislation was liberalized, to
current times is specially emphasized. Since the adoption of this law the structure
of new immigrants to the USA had changed from mainly European newcomers to
immigrants originating from Asia and Latin America. The thesis also analyses the
distinction of Mexican immigration to the USA and outlines possible immigration

reform proposals.
