Abstract:

The bachelor's thesis will focus on four works of Czech literature, in which the
specific narrative strategy of the narrator (or the author) manifests itself as unreliable.
These are Karel Capek's short story S1épéj (first published in book form in 1917 in
Bozi muka), Richard Weiner's short story Prazdna zidle (first published in 1919 in the
book Skleb), Ladislav Fuchs's novel Mysi Natélie Mooshabrové (first published in
1971) and Milan Kundera's novel Nesmrtelnost (first published in French in 1990, in
Czech in 1993). The difference in the historical context of the creation of these works
allows for a deeper comparison of the different modes of the "reliable" and
"unreliable" narrator.
