Abstrakt

Vzdy mne zajimaly nazory a pohledy lidi na cisafskou rodinu, ale korunni princ
Rudolf je téma jiz samo o sob€. Proto jsem se rozhodla, Ze se zaméfim na toto téma z
pohledu ceské spolecnosti, nebot’ pravé zde byl Rudolf obliben vice neZ na videniském
dvote. Kazdy narod vykresloval Rudolfa v tak trochu jiném svétle a j4 bych ¢esky pohled
rada analyzovala a také bych chtéla nalézt dlivody, pro¢ na korunniho prince pohlizela ¢eska
spolecnost trochu jinak nez ta rakouska, zejména videnska. Samoziejme nejvice spolecnost
zasahla jeho tragickd smrt v loveckém zamecku v Mayerlingu, ktera byla popisovana
riznymi pohledy. Neslo ale pouze o tuto tragickou udalost. Korunni princ Rudolf byl velmi
netradicni v tom, zZe odmital budouci vladaiské povinnosti, a pfedstava, ze by m¢l byt
jednoho dne cisafem, ho velice désila. Nebyl rovnéZz vhodnym naslednikem, jak uz z
hlediska své povahy, tak kvali svym neustalym vystielkim a skandalim, ale ani nebyl
dobrym manZelem a otcem, coz byl velmi znamy fakt, o kterém dobové noviny a tehdejsi
spolec¢nost rady spekulovaly.

Budou mne tudiz zajimat i tyto obrazy, které o Rudolfovi podavala dobova meédia.

Budu tedy analyzovat Ceské prameny od roku 1858 az po jeho smrt v roce 1889.V této
praci bych pracovala nejen s novinovymi clanky, ale také s riiznymi ego-dokumenty
(korespondence, deniky), které bych analyzovala a nasledn¢ porovnala a vyhodnotila, jaky
obraz si na Rudolfa utvafi ceska spolecnost, jaké nad¢je do néj vkladala a jak byla jeho smrt

v ¢eském tisku a spolecnosti reflektovana.
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Abstract

I have always been interested in people's opinions and perspectives on the imperial
family, but Crown Prince Rudolf is a topic in itself. That's why I decided to focus on this

topic from the point of view of Czech society, because it was here that Rudolf was more

popular than at the Viennese court. Each nation portrayed Rudolph in a slightly different
light, and I would like to analyze the Czech view and also try to find reasons why Czech
society viewed the crown prince a little differently than Austrian, especially Viennese,
society. Of course, society was most affected by his tragic death in the hunting lodge in
Mayerling, which was described in different ways. But it was not only about this tragic
event. Crown Prince Rudolph was very unconventional in that he refused future regent
duties, and the idea of one day being emperor terrified him greatly. He was also not a
suitable successor, both in terms of his nature and his constant antics and scandals, but he
was also not a good husband and father, a well-known fact that the newspapers and society
of the day were very fond of speculating about.

I will therefore also be interested in these images that the contemporary media
presented about Rudolf. I will therefore analyze Czech sources from 1858 until his death in
1889. In this work, I would therefore work with newspaper articles, but also with various
ego-documents (correspondence, diaries), which I would analyze and then compare and
evaluate which image Czech society shapes Rudolf, how it differs from Austrian society,

and how his death was mainly reflected in the Czech press and society.
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
