
Abstract

The bachelor’s thesis „The knowledge and skills of nurses using modern ways to treat non-

healing wounds in paediatric patients“ deals with issues of difficult non-healing wounds occurring 

in children, their origin, their development and treatment. The goal of this thesis was to assess how 

much knowledge and skills nurses have in the field of professional treatment of wounds in children 

and its eventual measures to make an improvement of the patient’s condition. The theoretical part 

brings an overview of reasons why wounds develop, their healing and current products that are used 

in the medical field for treatment. The empirical part summarizes the results of my own research 

and compares the results with other studies. To implement this thesis a questionnaire was made and 

distributed to selected wards in the Motol University Hospital. Into the study were included 71 fully 

completed questionnaires. After assessing the results a 100% success rate wasn’t achieved by any 

nurse that partook in the study but it’s obvious, they have certain knowledge about the matter. In 

conclusion, we accepted that this is a rare issue in paediatrics which needs to be researched further 

and correct procedures for nurses in practice need to be finalized.
