Abstrakt

Rigordzni prace se zabyva geografii a zadnikem Zony osidleni v Ruském impériu. Prace
taktéZ rozebira nékteré aspekty Zivota ruskych Zid, zejména vzdélani, manzelstvi, vojenskou
povinnost obyvatel Zény osidleni.

V prvni kapitole je popsana geografie Zony osidleni a o kazdé gubernii je pojednano
zvlast. PopiSeme konkrétné Besarabskou gubernii, Vilenskou gubernii, Vitebskou gubernii,
Volynskou gubernii, Grodenskou gubernii, Jekatetinoslavskou gubernii, Kyjevskou gubernii,
Kovenskou gubernii, Minskou gubernii, Podolskou gubernii, Poltavskou gubernii, Tavrickou
gubernii, Chersonskou gubernii a Cernigovskou gubernii.

Druha ¢ést je vénovana Zivotu obyvatel Zony osidleni. Konkrétné se zaméfuje na
zékony, které platily uvnitt komunity, vzdélani, manzelstvi, jazyk a na to, jak fungovala
zidovska samosprava (kagal). Taktéz ve druhé ¢asti je pojednano o pogromech. Na to navazuje
pficin zaniku Zony osidleni.

Prace je psana zejména pomoci dobové literatury v ruském jazyce a éerpa i z prament,
z dobové zakonodarni ¢innosti, ktera dava moznost nejlépe pochopit vztah mezi Zidy Ruského
impéria a jeho okolim.

Jiz v diplomové praci ,,Z6na osidleni v Ruském impériu“ bylo zdtraznéno to, ze
vV Rusku byl velmi rozsifen kiest'ansky antijudaismus, ktery prosel svym vlastnim vékovym
vyvojem a taktéZ antisemitismus, ktery byl disledkem ekonomickych a socidlnich pomé&rt.
Rigordzni prace v tomto navazuje na diplomovou praci a potvrzuje tyto jevy. Jak jiz bylo
zminéno, nejdilezitéjsi casti je kapitola o zaniku Zony osidlent, kterd pojednava o prvni svétové

vélce, nasledném zruSeni reZimu Zony osidleni a emigraci Zidid do USA.



Abstract

The thesis deals with the geography and the end of the Pale of Settlement in the
Russian Empire. The thesis also discusses some aspects of the life of Russian Jews, in
particularly education, marriage, military duty of the inhabitants of the Pale of Settlement.

The first chapter describes the geography of the Pale of Settlement and discusses
each governorate separately. Specifically, we describe Bessarabia Governorate, Vilna
Governorate, Vitebsk Governorate, VVolhynia Governorate, Grodno Governorate,
Ekaterinoslav Governorate, Kiev Governorate, Kovno Governorate, Minsk Governorate,
Podolia Governorate, Poltava Governorate, Tavria Governorate, Kherson Governorate, and
Chernigov Governorate.

The second part is concerned with the life of the inhabitants of the Pale of
Settlement. Specifically, it focuses on the laws that applied within the community, education,
marriage, language, and how Jewish self-administration (kagal) functioned. The second part
also discusses pogroms. This is followed by the third chapter, which is seen as the most
important. The last chapter is an examination of the causes of the demise of the Pale of
Settlement.

The thesis is written mainly with the help of contemporary literature in the Russian
language and draws on sources, on contemporary legislation, which gives the best
understanding of the relationship between the Jews of the Russian Empire and its
surroundings.

Already in the thesis "The Pale of Settlement in the Russian Empire™ it was pointed
out that Christian anti-Judaism, which had undergone its own age-long development, was
widespread in Russia, as was anti-Semitism, which was a consequence of economic and
social conditions. As already mentioned, the most important part is the chapter on the demise
of the Pale of Settlement, which deals with the First World War, the subsequent abolition of

the Pale of Settlement regime and the emigration of Jews to the USA.
