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Abstrakt: NadrazZni restaurace byly zfizovany zaroven s pokladanim Zeleznic jiz v 19. stoleti. Pro
cestujici mély velky vyznam, protoZe rychlé obcCerstveni tehdy jeSté neexistovalo a na cestach, které
casto trvaly i nékolik desitek hodin, byli cestujici zcela odkazani na obcerstveni v nadraznich
restauracich. Od té doby vSak uplynulo mnoho ¢asu a mnohé se zménilo. Nastaly zmény jak
v rychlosti dopravy, tak ve zplisobu stravovani, a proto nadrazni restaurace ztratily sviij ptivodni
vyznam. A jelikoZ jsou dneSni nadrazni pohostinstvi odlisné od ptivodniho konceptu nadraznich
restauraci, protoZe jejich prioritou uZ neni vareni teplych jidel a ¢asto plni hlavné funkci hospody,
sjednotila jsem sviij terén, jimz byly tfi osvéZovny umisténé v nadraznich budovach, pod termin
nddrazka. Cilem mého etnografického vyzkumu bylo porozumét tomu, co utvafi nddraZkovitost
nadrazky, ale také vyznamu samotné nddrazky a socialnim interakcim probihajicimi za jejimi zdmi.
Na nddrazky jsem nahliZela optikou Kevina Lynche jako na uzly a konceptem Jifiho Vinopala jako
na socialni instituce, hospody. Obé perspektivy jsem promyslela jak ve vztahu ke statickému,
stabilnimu mistnimu obyvatelstvu, pro které je nadrazka cilem, tak ve vztahu k cestujicim, pro néz
je nddraZka pouze prestupnim mistem na jejich cesté. Zajimala mé pestra paleta klientely, ktera
utvari specificky charakter nddrazky, ale také vztahy mezi provozovateli nddraZek a pronajimateli
draznich prostor. Nddrazky jsem zkoumala ve vztahu k historii, prostoru, materialité a socidlnim

vztahtim.
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Abstract: Station restaurants were established at the same time as the railways were laid in the 19th
century. They were of great importance to passengers because fast food did not yet exist and on
journeys that often lasted several dozen hours, passengers were completely dependent on
refreshments in station restaurants. However, much time has passed since then and much has
changed. There have been changes both in the speed of transport and in the way of eating, and
therefore the station restaurants have lost their original importance. And since today's station
hospitality facilities are different from the original concept of station restaurants, since their priority

is no longer cooking hot meals and they often function mainly as pubs, I have unified my terrain,



which was three refreshment rooms located in station buildings, under the term station pubs. The
aim of my ethnographic research was to understand what shapes the station pub’s character, but also
the significance of the station pub itself and the social interactions taking place outside its walls.
I viewed station pubs through the lens of Kevin Lynch as nodes and through the concept of Jiri
Vinopal as social institutions, pubs. I thought about both perspectives in relation to the static, stable
local population, for whom the station is a destination, and in relation to passengers, for whom the
station is only a transfer point on their journey. I was interested in the variety of clientele that
shapes the specific character of the station pub but also in the relationships between station
operators and landlords. I explored station pubs in relation to history, space, materiality and social

relations.
