Pfimym dusledkem této situace je mimo jiné prfetizenost
organu Cinnych v trestnim fizeni, které nepracuji natolik efektivné, jak by si
vétSina obcanu prala, ackoli jejich pracovnici rozhodné netravi pracovni dobu ,,s
nohama na stole“. Vychodiskem 2z této neutéSené situace je dusledné
respektovani zasady ekonomie trestniho prava, ktera umoznuje vydeélit ze Siroké
skaly protipravniho jednani nejzavaznéjsi delikty, na jejichZ potirani je treba se
zameérit. SoucCasné je nezbytné veénovat zvySenou pozornost neustalému
zvySovani urovné a vykonnosti vSech organu ¢innych v trestnim fizeni, jak po
strance personalni, tak technické, prostrednictvim legislativnich zmén urychlit
jejich procesni postup, a dbat, aby jejich kapacity byly vyuzivany ucelné a
hospodarné. Jediné timto zptisobem bude mozné zajistit odpovidajici podminky

pro rozvoj demokratické spolecnosti ve sjednocené Evropé.

10. Basic Principles of Criminal Law

Our everyday life is influenced by various kinds of rules. The main reason of
this regulation is an effort to stabilize relations among citizens. The criminal
law, as a part of public law, is one of the most important regulators of social
life. In fact, the criminal law consists of a general and special part. The general
part deals with purposes, principles and rules that are common to all crimes.
Particular crimes are described and defined in the special part of criminal law.
Both these parts are closely related, because every specific crime definition
embodies the general principles and purposes of criminal law.

Presented work is focused on the basic principles of criminal law. It is
divided into nine parts. A short introduction is followed by the definition of
basic principles of the criminal law and description of it’s historical
development from the ancient times over the Middle Ages to the present.

The basic principles of the criminal law establish a complicated system

mentioned at the chapter number four. A better understanding of this system
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is important for knowledge of the character and function of criminal law and
criminal process in the society.

Other two parts are focused on the detailed characteristic of basic criminal
law principles included in the Constitution and Declaration of the Human
Rights as well as in the Czech criminal code. The following chapter compares
the principles of the Czech criminal law and the rules of the common law. The
last part presents a prepared recodification of the criminal code in the
connection with changes of its basic principles.

The criminal law is one of the most rapidly developing parts of the law. The
most important task of criminal rules is to protect the society against unlowfull
behavior of some individuals or groups as well as to observe the basic human
rights of all citizens. At present, we are witnesses of the increasing criminality
in many countries all over the world. The main reason of this situation is
probably the technical development and/or the economical and political
globalization opening new opportunities for organized crime.

Regardless the quality of the Czech criminal code there is impossible to
ensure a proper protection of citizen’s rights and interests without the
substantial increasing of the quality of work of criminal proceedings. This is
the only way how to ensure optimal conditions for successful future of our

society within the united Europe.
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
