ABSTRACT

GABRIELOVA Jana. English as a Global Language within the
Framework of Life-Long Education

The interdisciplinary thesis provides a complex view of the
phenomenon of the global language, particularly focusing on
adult education. It emphasises the tendencies which are common
both to language learning and teaching and adult education in
general, such as the development of general competences and
communicative  strategies, individualisation and  higher
specialisation, as well as self-formation, striving for global
integration. Chapter one deals with the rel'ationship of the
language and human thinking, its embedment in culture and
changing society. Chapter two compiles the varied and
heterogeneous terminology concerning English as the world
language. Chapter three analyses the interconnection of English
and the globalisati-on process. Chapter four, the fundamental one,
deals with new models of learning and teaching English, in
particular the model of English as a lingua franca, the
development of intercultural learning, the language policy of the
EU, and the necessity of including global issues into the models.
It also focuses on the education of instructors and creation of

learning materials.

celoZivotniho vzdélavani

Mezioborovd prace pfinasi komplexni pohled na fenomén
globalniho jazyka, jeho vymezeni vidi pivednimu pojmu cizi
jazyk a jeho roli vsoudasném svét€ a Evropé. Rozpracovava
nové modely vyuky a uceni se globdlnimu jazyku, pfedevSim se
zaméfenim na vzdéldvani dospélych. Zdiraznény jsou tendence
spole&né jazykovému vzd8ldvani a vzdélavani dospélych obecng,
jako rozvoj obecnych kompetenci a komunikativnich strategii,
sméfovani k individualizaci a vetsi profesionélizaci, diiraz na
interkulturni uceni, nutnost sebeutvareni a sméfovani ke globalni
integraci. Prvni kapitola se zabyva vztahem jazyka a lidského
mysleni, jeho zakotvenim v kultufe a ménici se spole¢nosti. V
druhé kapitole  je shromazdéna riznorodd a nejednotna
terminologie oznadujici anglidtinu jako celosvétové rozsifeny
jazyk. Treti kapitola analyzuje propojeni angliCtiny a
globalizaéniho procesu. Ctvrta, stéZejni kapitola se poté vénuje
novym modelfim vyuky a uleni se angliéting, zvlast¢ modelu
anglictina jako lingua franca, rozvoji interkulturniho uéent,
jazykové politice EU a nutnosti zadlenéni  rozvojoveho
vzdélavani do téchto modelil. Také se zabyva pfipravou lektorli a

tvorbou udebnich materiali.
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
