
The goal of this work is to describe (on the basis of archival sources, topical newspapers and magazines,
legal enactments and interviews with personal observers) the emergence of the first private radio station
in Eastern Bohemia in the beginning of nineties. This is seen as an example of wider transformation
processes within the whole Czech media area. The state owned and controlled electronic media were
substituted by private (mostly commercial) media and the statutory public-service broadcaster.
