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ABSTRAKT

Pfedmétem této rigordzni prace je vyvoj pohlavni identity u déti v pfedskolnim véku. Prace je
ve své teoretické Casti zaméfena nejprve na charakteristiku déti ve veéku 3-6 let, vénuje se jejich
somatickému rlstu a rozvoji kognitivnich struktur. V ramci popisu socidlniho kontextu déti se vénuje
obecné jak rodi¢im, tak i sourozenclim, vrstevnikiim a institucim s ddrazem na hru a dalsi interakce.
Dalsi ¢ast pak vymezuje zédkladni terminologii a kontext vztazeny k pohlavni identité a genderu. Mapuje
vyznamna teoretickd pojeti a sumarizuje aktualni poznatky vyzkumnych tymu tykajici se jak procest
formovani a vyvoje pohlavni identity a genderu, tak i jejich projevii ve vztahu k vnitinimu a vnéj§imu
svétu ditéte. Zvlastni pozornost je opét vénovana zakladnim aspektlim intrapsychickym, sociokulturnim,
biologickym a soubézné je problematizovan vztah genetickych a environmentalnich faktord pohlavni
identity. Detailnéji se prace zabyva pohlavnim vyvojem a jeho poruchami, etiologii, diagnostikou,
léCebnymi postupy a souvislostmi jez se dotykaji poruch pohlavni identity (Gender Identity
Disorder/GID). Parcialné se prace také dotyka oblasti formovani ditéte v Gplné a netplné roding,
konceptu androgynni rodiny, vlivu médii, komunikaci, hte, interakci a segregaci, sexualni identité

a sexualni orientaci.

Empirickd ¢ast vychdzi z nékolika aktudlnich témat Casti teoretické, konkrétné se vénuje
vyzkumu pohlavnich/genderovych stereotypti u déti od 3 do 6 let. Vyzkum se metodologicky opira
0 vlastni zkonstruovanou metodu, Vybérovy obrazkovy test pohlavnich stereotypl. Test byl celkove
piedlozen 120 probandim ze zminéné veékové skupiny. Mezi nejzajimavéjsi vysledky, ke kterym jsme
dosli, patfi, ze star$i déti znaseho vyzkumného vzorku ve srovnani s détmi mladS$imi maji silngjsi
tendenci volit polozky testu podle genderové stereotypnich kli¢u (vybér z dvojic obrazkt, z nichz byl
vzdy jeden dospélou populaci oznaCen jako vyrazné maskulinni, druhy jako femininni). Divky ve
srovnani s chlapci nemaji slabsi tendenci volit polozky podle genderové stereotypnich klic¢t. Zaroven se
vsak ukazuje, ze ve tfech letech k takové preferenci divky tenduji. V rdmci rigordzni prace byla vSechna
ziskana data novym zplsobem vyhodnocena a byly navrzeny dalsi cesty, kterymi lze postupovat pii
rozvoji této metody. Vedle hlubsi polozkové anylyzy byly také vytvoreny pifedbézné normy a predevsim
uveden vztah k diagnostice poruch pohlavni identity a mozné praktické aplikovatelnosti navrzeného testu
Empirickou c¢ast Ize také vnimat jako studii k testu, ktery by se mohl stat soucésti testové baterie pro

diagnostiku poruch pohlavni identity u déti (GIDC).

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ABSTRACT

The thesis deals with sex and gender identity development of preschool children. In its
theoretical part is the text at first aimed to characteristics of children age 3-6, describing their somatic
growth and development of cognitive structures. In the framework of description of the social context of
children it is focused in general on families, siblings, peer groups, institutions, targeting on game and
other interactions. Next part explains basic terminology and context relative to the sex identity and
gender. It‘s mapping main theoretical conceptions and theories, summarizing actual knowledge of the
research teams tied to the procceses of formation and development of sex identity and gender and on the
other side to theirs manifestation in relation to inner and outer world of the child. Basic intrapsychic,
socialcultural and biological aspects are stressed. Genetic and environmental factors of gender and sex
identity are disscused, special attention is adressed to the sexual development and its disorders, also to
etiology, diagnostic, treatment and consequences of Gender Identity Disorder (GID, GIDC). Partially this
thesis touches areas of the child formation in complete and incomplete family, concepts of the
androgynous family, influence of the media, communication, game, interaction and segregation, and also

sexual identity and sexual orientation.

The empirical part is coming out from several actual themes from the theoretical thesis. It is
aimed to the research of the gender stereotypes within 3-6 years old children. Research is
methodologically based on originally constructed method — Gender stereotype picture selecting test
(GSPST). Test was administered within 120 participants, age 3-6. Among the most interesting results
belongs that older children from our research sample, in comparsion with younger children, have
stronger tendency to choose answers by gender stereotype keys (selection from pair of pictures, one of
them was always labeled by adult population as highly masculine, the second one as feminine). Girls, in
comparsion with boys, don’t have lower tendency to choose answers by gender stereotype keys. But at
the same time, we can see that at the age of 3 to this preference the girls tend. In the thesis were the data

evaluated by advanced statistical methods and the new directions of the GSPST development were set.
Moreover, the item analysis was conducted and the preliminary norms were calculated. The empirical

section can be also understood as a study to the test what could become component of the diagnostic
battery of Gender Identity Disorders in children (GID, GIDC).
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
