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Abstrakt:

Vznik této prace souvisi se sou€asnou situaci terciarniho vzdélavani, které se jiz fadu let
nachazi v ohnisku z4jmu tvirct vzdélavacich politik, védeckych tymt i zdjmovych skupin.
Napftiklad v komuniké Svétové konference o vysokoskolském vzdélavani UNESCO z roku
2009 je opakované zdiraznéna spoleCenskd odpovédnost a socidlni rozmér terciarniho
vzdélavani, které umoziiuje hledat lidstvu feSeni mnoha socidlnich, ekonomickych,
veédeckych a kulturnich problému. Cilem prace, kterd méa teoreticko komparacni charakter,
je vytvorit pojmovy a informacni zdklad pro hlub§i porozuméni systémim podpory
studentll se ZP v terciarnim vzdélavani, navrhnout mozné modely ¢i scénatfe podpirnych

aktivit a porovnat situaci v ¢eském prosttedi s vybranymi piiklady zahrani¢nich instituci.

Autor se zabyva problematikou vymezeni systémt podpory studentll se ZP v terciarnim
vzdélavani, zminuje vybrané aktualni teorie vhodné pii jejich popisu a analyze. Podpiirna
struktura vzdélavani je definovana jako systém instituci a sluzeb, ktery pomaha vytvaret
vhodné podminky, feSit problémy a odstranovat nedostatky vzniklé pii fungovani
vzdélavaciho systému. Podporu chapeme autor jako soustavu legislativnich a
organizacnich opatfeni, dale zdroja, intervenci a sluzeb zajiStovanych uvniti 1 vné
vzdélavaci instituce, které maji pusobit ucelené¢ a koordinované tak, aby ve vysledku
pozitivn¢ pusobily na pfijemce podpory (studenta) ve vSech fazich vzdélavani (pted
vstupem do $koly, na pocatku, v prib&hu studia i ve fazi ptechodu do svéta prace) tak, aby
bylo vramci zvoleného studijniho programu co nejefektivnéji dosazeno ocekavanych

plnohodnotnych vysledkl uceni a studia.

Z hlediska metodologie Cerpa prace zejména ze schématu komparace, které doporucil

Bereday v Sedesatych letech dvacéatého stoleti a dale jej rozpracovali dal§i autofi. Za



jednotku komparace byl stanoven konkrétni systém podpory studentli se ZP, véetné jeho
zakotveni v $ir§Sim kontextu. Osnovu komparace tvoii nasledujici oblasti: 1) Kontext, tj.
zékladni situace terciarniho vzdélavani v daném staté, 2) legislativa ve vztahu k rovnym
ptilezitostem a legislativa k tercidrnimu vzdélavani véetné uprav, které se tykaji studentt
se ZP, 3) podminky vstupu na tercidrni stupenl, navaznost na vyssi sekundarni vzdélavani,

4) podpora v ramci vybranych instituci terciarniho vzdélavani.

V zavéru prace autor zobecniuje dva modely systémii podpory — centralizovany a
decentralizovany — a navrhuje kritéria vhodné pro posuzovani jejich kvality v rdmci jak

vnitini, tak 1 vnéjsi evaluace.

Abstract

For years, tertiary education has been in the focus of school policy makers, research teams
and groups of stakeholders. For example the communiqué of UNESCO World Conference
on Higher Education 2009 in Paris repeatedly stressed social importance and responsibility
of tertiary education which should help humanity with solving many social, economical,
scientific and cultural problems. The aim of this theoretical-empirical thesis is to constitute
terminological apparatus and informational base for deeper understanding of support
systems for university students with special needs, to propose possible models or scenarios
of supportive activities and to compare situation in the Czech environment with selected

examples from foreign institutions.

The author defines and analyses the system of support for students with special needs in
tertiary education and presents theories suitable for their description and understanding.
Supportive structure of education is defined as a system of institutions and services, which
helps to create optimal conditions, to solve problems and to remove shortcomings in
functioning of an educational system. The support is understood as a system that consists
of legislative and organisational measures, resources, interventions and services provided
by educational institutions and other providers and that should operate in a coherent and
coordinated way to have in the end positive effect on the recipient of the support (a
student) in all phases of study (before admission to university, in the course of study and
during transition to working environment) in order to achieve intended learning outcomes

within a study programme.



Methodology of this work is based on comparative scheme recommended by Baraday and
advanced by his followers. A system of support was delimited as a unit of comparison with
respect of wider context. The structure of the comparison was divided into four parts:

(1) context, general situation of tertiary education in a country, (2) specific legislation for
tertiary education including equal opportunities, (3) access conditions for students with
special needs and continuity of educational levels, (4) support within selected institutions

of tertiary education.

In the end of this thesis the author generalises two models of support systems — centralized

and decentralized — and suggests criteria for their internal and external evaluation.
