Abstrakt — Transformac¢ni proces v Alzirsku (1988-1999)

Predkladana prace analyzuje politické éoy v Alzirsku po roce 1988, kdy byl po
nepokojich v hlavnim st zahajen liberalizani proces a urychleny ekonomické trzni
reformy. Politické reformy rly posilit postaveni prezidenta BendZedida a jgimjend

na Ukor konzervativnich oponéna zarové obnovit legitimitu rezimu. Auté reforem
kazdopad# nepaitali s vyrazijSim sdilenim moci. Nekany Gspch islamistické strany
mobilizoval konzervativce a protiislamisticky z&fmné armadni veleni. ZruSeni voleb
kvili jednozn&nému viézstvi islamist v lednu 1992 vedlo k eliminaci islamistické i
sekularni opozice. Obnoveny autoidi@y rezim dokazal dostat pod kontrolu islamistické
povstani a s pomoci MMF i kritickou ekonomickowaiti. Navrat k Ustavnimu rezimu
probshl bez @asti islamistické i sekularni opozice, ktera bylagimentovana a rezim ji
dokazalcastené kontrolovat. Po roce 1996 byl nastolen autésist rezim s omezenymi
pluralitnimi prvky s dominantnim postavenim prenide které je vSak oslabovano
vyraznym vlivem armadniho veleni. Politické stramphou isobit, ale jejich vliv je
omezen. Jisté limity ma i svoboda tisku. DoSlo kifemi soukromého sektoru, postaveni
statu je v3ak stale vyrazné a ekonomika je zawashayvozu ropy a zemniho plynu.
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Abstract - The Transformation Process in Algeria (988-
1999)

This dissertation examines the political changealgeria after 1988 - the aftermath of an
uprising and violent clashes in Algiers that wagked by the launch of a liberalization
process and an acceleration of the market econefoyms. The political reforms were
envisaged to strengthen the position of Presidendigdid and his allies at the expense of
their conservative opponents, as well as to restioeelegitimacy of the regime. The
authors of the reforms did not, in any case, intenshare their power with the opposition
to any substantial degree. The unexpected sucédbe dslamist party (FIS) resulted in
the mobilization of the conservatives and antifisk& oriented military elites. The
cancellation of the parliamentary elections dua tandslide victory of the FIS in January
1992, led to the elimination of both the Islamistidhe secular opposition. The restored
authoritarian regime managed to bring the Islarmsurgency under control and, in
cooperation with the IMF, to handle the criticaloromic situation. A return to the
constitutional order took place without participatiof the Islamist and secular opposition,
which was fragmented and partially controlled bg tegime. After 1996, the Algerian
regime developed into soft authoritarianism chamaoed with limited pluralist elements
and a dominant position of the President, whose epsvare, however, significantly
weakened by the influential army command. The palitparties can operate, but their
influence is restricted. So is the freedom of thesp. Even though the economic reforms
have boosted the private sector, the economyliseavily centralized and dependent on
oil and natural gas exports.
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
