The topic of this bachelor thesis is a Change of character of the Bundeswehr Foreign

missions - case of the Bosnian war. Firstly, the thesis deals with complicated

establishment of the German army (Bundeswehr) and presents its first humanitarian

missions led by international organizations. Secondly, the thesis deals with discussion about so called
Out-of-area operations, which broke out shortly before the Iron Curtain fell down, both in German
parliament as well as among the German public. The main chapter of this thesis focuses on the first
foreign mission of the German soldiers, in Bosnian war. Next part presents the judicial precedent of The
Federal Constitutional Court in 1994, which gave the foreign missions a legal framework. The important
asset of this thesis is reflection of this topic in the Czech press.
