Abstract:

This thesis deals with a topic of specific needs of early traumatised children living in a foster
family. The theoretical part is divided into five chapters. The first chapter describes foster care as a
part of Czech system of care about children in need. The second chapter deals with the psychological
development in early childhood. The third chapter applies itself to early trauma and its causes. The
fourth chapter is focused on consequences of early trauma and resulting specific needs of children.
The fifth chapter is devoted to the possibilities of working with early traumatised children in a foster
family. The following practical part consists of three segments. The first one has a form of research
among foster parents. It is focused on specific needs of children and also a need of support, which
should be given to foster families. The second section presents the research survey among non-profit
organisations that deal with direct support for foster families. It examines their experience with a topic
of early trauma. The third section presents a unique project of one Czech organisation, which is

focused on the transition of child from institutional care to family environment.
