Abstrakt

Cilem této diplomové prace bylo v prvni fad¢ analyzovat a porovnat medidlni obraz
a diskurs zidovské menSiny, tak jak byl prezentovany ve vybranych ceskych
denicich vychazejicich v roce 1939 a vysledovat genezi tzv. Zidovské otazky v
Ceskych zemich na zéklad¢é novinovych zprav v analyzovanych denicich (pfesnéji v
rannich vydénich jednotlivych titultt) v priabéhu roku 1939. Metodou piedlozené
prace je kvantitativni a kvalitativni vyzkum vSech otisténych antisemitskych ¢lankd.
Konkrétné¢ jde o vyzkum dvou tradi¢nich novinovych tituld - intelektudlné
koncipovanych Lidovych Novin, méStansko - konzervativni Narodni Politiky a
nové vzniklého nacizujiciho deniku Vlajka. DalSim dilezitym tématem piedkladané
prace je nastin vyvoje prislusné legislativy se vztahem ke zkoumanému obdobi a
nahled na mechanismy kontroly, fizeni a usmériiovani tisku ve zkoumaném obdobi
a s tim souvisejici moznosti a limity svobody tisku v rychle se etablujicim totalitnim
rezimu. Sekunddrnim cilem je poukdzat na rychlost a hloubku zadsadni socidlni

zmény v Ceskych zemich, za pomoci analyzy obsahu zkoumanych tiskovin.
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Abstract

The aim of this thesis was primarily to compare and analyze media image and
discourse of the Jewish minority, as it was presented in selected Czech newspapers
published in 1939 and to trace the genesis of the so-called Jewish question in the
Czech lands on the basis of newspaper articles in the analyzed newspapers (more
precisely in the morning editions) during 1939. The method of the submitted thesis
is quantitative and qualitative research of all anti-Semitic articles. Specifically, the
research covers two traditional newspapers — intellectually conceived Lidové
Noviny, the conservative Narodni Politika and the newly established pro-nazis
newspaper Vlajka. Another important issue is to present an outline of the
development of relevant legislation related to analysis and insight into the
mechanisms of control, management and regulation of the press in the analyzed
period and the related possibilities and limits of press freedom in the rapidly
advancing totalitarian regime. A secondary objective is to show the speed and
depth of fundamental social change in the Czech lands, with the help of content

analysis examined newspapers.
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
