Abstrakt

Ma diplomova prace pojednava o sporu mezi Ceskoslovenskem a Polskem o
uzemi Té&Sinska v letech (1918-1920).

Po ukonceni prvni svétové valky vznikly dva nové nastupnické staty, které
zacaly projevovat velky zajem o toto uUzemi. Hlavni divody zajmu ze strany
Ceskoslovenska byly piedeviim ekonomické, strategické, ale také historické. Polsko
jako hlavni diivod k ziskani tohoto uzemi uvadé¢lo pficiny etnické. V roce 1919 doslo
k valce mezi témito staty (tzv. Sedmidenni valka). Cely tento spor byl nakonec ukoncen

v roce 1920 na konferenci v belgickém Spa, kde byly stanoveny kone¢né hranice tzemi.
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Summary

This work is describing the conflict between Czechoslovakia and Poland over
Teschen in years (1918-1920).

After the end of World War 1., both of the two created independent states Polish
Republic and Czechoslovak Republik claimed the area of Cieszyn Silesia.
Czechoslovakia claimed the area partly especially on economic and strategic grounds,
but so historic. The Polish side based its claim to the area on ethnic criteria. In 1919 was
a military confrontation between Czechoslovakia and Poland, known in Czech as the
Seven day war. A final line was set up at the Spa Conference in Belgium on July 28,
1920.
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
