ABSTRAKT:

Cilem této diplomové prace je zpracovat do podoby biografické studie Zivotni osudy
autor¢ina dédy Dimitrije Lupeje (ro¢. 1917), roddka z Podkarpatské Rusi, ktery prosel
nechvalné proslulymi pracovnimi tdbory Gulagu a nasledné se pfipojil k ¢s. jednotkdm
generala L. Svobody. S jeho armadou bojoval u Kyjeva, na Dukle, kde byl zranén a posléze
doSel az do Prahy. Po vélce zlstal v ¢eskoslovenské armadé az do svého odchodu do penze v
roce 1972. Ve své diplomové praci by se autorka chtéla prfedevsim zaméfit na tii okruhy
dédova zivota — gulag, vychodni fronta a povale¢na armada. Ziskany materidl, doprovazen
vzpominkami jeho vrstevnikii — téz valecnych veteranii, by mél byt doplnén a konfrontovéan o
poznatky z archivnich zdrojt a ptislusné odborné literatury. Autorka prace vyuZije pii analyze
zivotniho pifibé¢hu svého predka metodu ordlni historie a zaroven se pokusi zaclenit cely
pribéh do kontextu obecnych déjin, pficemz nabidne uceleny pohled na osud jednotlivce, jenz
byl ovlivnén pfevratnymi historickymi udalostmi tehdejsi Evropy.
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ABSTRACT:

The aim of this thesis is to elaborate a biographical study of the life story of the
author's grandfather Dimitrij Lupej (born 1917), a native of Subcarpathian Ruthenia, who
experienced infamous Gulag labour camps and then joined the Czechoslovak units of General
L. Svoboda. With his army, he fought at Kiev, in Dukla pass where he was wounded and later
on he reached Prague. After the war he remained in the Czechoslovak Army until his
retirement in 1972. The author of the thesis would particularly like to focus on three areas of
her grandfather’s life - Gulag, the Eastern Front and the post-war Army. A gathered material
accompanied by memories of his contemporaries - also war veterans should be supplemented
and confronted by findings from archival sources and relevant literature. The author will use a
method of oral history in the analysis of her ancestor's life story alongside with an effort to
incorporate the whole story into the context of general history where she will offer a
comprehensive view at the fate of the individual, who was influenced by revolutionary
historical events of the then Europe.
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
