
Abstract 

 This work maps the evolution and changes of The Czechoslovak Hussite Church 

Catechesis from 1920 to 1980. The selected time frame starts with foundations of The 

Czechoslovak Hussite Church and ends with analysis of the academic life of Rudolf 

Horsky,  the main thought leader of this field. Taking catechism as a theological field, this 

work focuses mainly on principal and materialistic catechism within specific historical 

thought streams. In this work, I aim to discover significant points in history that 

influenced the catechism of CČSH and the thought leaders of this field. In particular, I 

examine the form, content and purpose of catechisms. Catechisms normally include 

religious education of a particular Church, thus it is understandable to consider 

catechisms to be the materialistic basis of catechesis. I study the pedagogical and 

religious education purpose of catechisms of CČSH based on the content relevant for 

baptism, confirmation, and influence of cultural-hisotrical context to its content and 

usage.
