
Abstract 

This research paper focuses on "abrupt changes" in Afghanistan during 2014. It argues that 

very important changes in one states policy should affect also approach of other countries.

In 

second part, the study explores the major changes in foreign cooperation of neighboring 

countries and regional key players with Afghanistan. The study monitors long-term trends in 

their cooperation with Afghanistan and focuses also on security issues. The more these trends 

have changed, the more the Afghan events affected international relations.
