Tato ¢ast
prace je dobfe strukturovana, efektivné pracuje s Sirokym zabérem literatury a vytvafi silny zaklad
pro kliCovou ¢ast bakalafské prace: analyzu altruistického chovani pfimo v ekonomickém prosttedi.

V dalSich kapitolach autor pfedstavuje altruizmus v ramci teorie her a také koncept racionality. Tyto
Casti jsou sice &tenarsky zajimavé, chybi v nich ale provazanost na podstatu prace.
