
Abstract 

The thesis provides a detailed grammatical and lexical description of Vend Romani, an under-

described dialect of Romani spoken in the Transdanubian region of Hungary, and describes its 

current sociolinguistic situation. The linguistic data are based on recordings of spontaneous 

narratives, semi-structured interviews, and linguistic elicitation by means of standardized 

dialectological questionnaires acquired during linguistic field research. 

The thesis is structured into six main chapters: The first chapter deals with the sources of data 

and methods. The second chapter examines the factors that influence the sociolinguistic 

vitality of the dialect. The following three chapters are devoted to the grammatical 

description. The sixth chapter analyses the layers of borrowings in Vend Romani. The thesis 

also includes the basic vocabulary of Vend Romani translated to English.
