Celkové zhodnoceni prace (véetné kritickych vyhrad):

This thesis aims to throw light on the nature of the male characters in Jane Eyre, Villette and
Wuthering Heights, characters the author feels have been hitherto overlooked because of the
strength of the female protagonists of the novels. The theoretical part touches on ideas about
women in Victorian society, including 'the angel in the house', the notion of the Victorian
gentleman, the Byronic hero and the villain of the Gothic novel (it also includes an unnecessarily
long biographical section, which inevitably leads to unverifiable speculation), whilst the practical
part looks at the 'pairs' of male characters in the three novels as well as the characters of Lucy
Snowe (sic), Jane Eyre and Catherine Earnshaw.

The thesis is clearly written and structured and draws on some interesting secondary material. It
also displays a clear enthusiasm for and solid knowledge of the novels considered and the
practical analyses of the individual works are dogged and at times very suggestive, e.g. the
'emasculation' of Rochester in Jane Eyre. The theoretical framework, however, contains both stark
simplifications e.g. “proper Victorian hero”, “true Victorian gentleman” (p. 43) and areas lacking in
clarity and definition, e.g. the characterisation of the Byronic hero and the villain of the Gothic novel
(pp 18, 19) and this skews the analysis of the individual novels away from complexity and towards
a consideration of the extent to which the characters do or do not 'fit in' to simplified concepts,

creating a kind of straitjacket of thought.
