Otevira se zde znacné mnoistvi otazek tykajicich
se vztahu fotografie a viry, pravdy, reprezentace, smyslovosti atd. Mohla fotografie
vzhledem ke své fragmentarni a ,objektivni“ povaze poslouzit okultnim snaham o celostni
poznani?

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ABSTRACT

The bachelor thesis “Question of the relationship between photography and a
conception of cognition in the modern occultism” explores the role of photography in the
modern occultism, to what purpose photography could serve in this context, and if there
were any differences between a conception of photography and other shades of its early
understanding. Modern occultism was interested in a “holistic” cognition, which supposedly
transcended “fragmentary” exact sciences. The thesis opens a large amount of questions
regarding the relationship of photography and faith, truth, representation, sensuality etc.
Could have photography considering its “fragmentary” and “objective” character, helped
occult efforts for holistic cognition? Purpose of this thesis is to find an answer for my
research question ,Can a photograph play an important role under holistic conception of
cognition in that time?“ and also for all questions, which occurred during the analysis of this

topic, or to introduce new approaches to this topic.
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
