prace a jeji predlozeni v dal§im statnicovém terminu.

Téma DP Martina Brandy, analyza obrazu druhého prostfednictvim cestovatelské zkuSenosti
pfedavané ¢tendiiim je stale aktudlni. Zrovna tak je dilezitym tématem problematika cestovani
jako kulturniho fenoménu. Brandova prace je zaloZena na originalni analyze dobovych prameni
a byla by skoda ji znehodnotit uspéchanym zavérem a celkovou redakci prace. Proto komise

navrhla hodnoceni ,,neprospél®.

The Commission has been acquainted with Martin Branda’s work with assessments that express
a number of partial and some critical remarks, even though the wrk is evaluated as sufficient to
very good (grades 3, 2, 2 in Czech system — C — B, B inECTS or 3, 4, 4, in Hungarian grading

system).

In view of the thesis rejection by the program’s leaders in Budapest, prof. Gabor Sonkoly, the
administrative coordinator Eszter Gyory and the supervisor of the thesis, who is here as the
second opponent — Peter Erddsi, expressed in internal correspondence pointing to formal
deficiency, ie the insufficient number of pages (signs), and the conclusion that in case of a
successful defence in Prague, the ELTE diploma will not be awarded to the student, we decided

to recommend to Martin Branda to further develop his MA thesis and submit it in next term.

Martin Branda’s MA thesis focused on the analysis of the image of the other through travel
experience passed to readers is still up to date. The travel culture i salso an important research
issue. Branda’s work is based on an original analysis of the primary sources, and it would be a
shame to discard it with the hasty conclusin and the overal editing of the work. Therefore, the

commission proposed a ,,failed* evaluation.
