ABSTRAKT

Tato bakalaiska prace se zabyva pojetim konceptu psychického traumatu a rozebira specifické
prvky reflexe takového traumatu v komiksovém dile Maus. V prvni kapitole se vénuji
defini¢nim kritériim média komiksu a jeho historii. Jedna z podkapitol rovnéz obsahuje popis
vzniku komiksu Maus a jeho zékladni charakteristiku. V nasledujici kapitole se vénuji definici
traumatu, pficemz jej délim do dvou kategorii: psychické trauma osobni a kulturni trauma
spoleCenské. Obéma se zabyvam z psychoanalytického hlediska. Podkapitola o osobnim
psychickém traumatu vychézi z vyvoje chapani tohoto pojmu v dile Sigmunda Freuda, druhé
podkapitola se zaobird vznikem kolektivniho traumatu a dynamikou jeho predavani mezi
generacemi. V obou podkapitolach se z logiky véci zabyvam rovnéz vztahem traumatu a
paméti. ZavéreCna kapitola je rozdélena do Ctyi oddili. Kazdy z nich pfedstavuje jeden
konkrétni jev souvisejici se ztvarnénim traumatu v komiksu Maus. V jednotlivych oddilech
provadim analyzu a interpretaci stavebnich prvka komiksu a jejich vlivu na tvorbu vyznamu.
Veskera analyza je doplnéna odkazy na konkrétni panely komiksu, jejichz kompletni piehled
se nachazi v zavérecném oddilu prace.

ABSTRACT

This bachelor thesis deals with the concept of mental trauma and discusses the specific
elements of representation of such trauma in the comic book Maus. In the first chapter I deal
with the definition criteria of the comic medium and its history. One of the subchapters also
contains the description of the Maus creation and its basic characteristics. In the next chapter,
I tackle the definition of trauma, dividing it into two categories: personal psychic trauma and
cultural social trauma. I describe them both from the psychoanalytical point of view. The
subchapter on personal psychological trauma is based on the development of this concept in
Sigmund Freud's work; the second subchapter deals with the emergence of collective trauma
and the dynamics of its transgenerational passing. In both subchapters, I also naturally deal
with the relationship of trauma and memory. The final chapter is divided into four sections.
Each one of them presents one particular phenomenon related to the representation of trauma
in the Maus comic book. In each section I perform analysis and interpretation of comic's
building elements and their influence on the creation of meaning. The whole analysis is
supplemented by links to specific comic panels, whose complete overview can be found in the
final section of the thesis.
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
