Praca Petra Madlendka zaujimavym spdsobom mapuje oblast’ centrdineho bankovnictva a
reguldcie a dohladu bankovnictva v SR, ked sa autor pokusil zasadit' analyzu Specifickych
problémov reguldcie slovenského bankovnictva do SirSieho historického i geografického
kontextu.

V Gvodnej Casti préci diskutuje historicky rdmec reguldcie, ako i otazky odévodnenia regulacie
a problém hl'adania idedlneho reguldtora; zaujimavo je spracovany aj historicky pohlad na
centralne banky a bankovu reguldciu. V kratkosti sa venuje i neddvnemu vyvoju bankového
dohl'adu v medzindrodnej oblasti a detailne diskutuje otazku oddvodnenia potreby regulacie
a parametrov idedlneho reguldtora. Vtejto Casti vSak postradam zasadenie prace do
celkového kontextu kapitdlovych trhov (podiel bankového sprostredkovania, jeho vyznam
v slovenskej ekonomike atd".)

Ocenujem autorovu snahu analyzovat’ starSiu legislativu, ktora je viditel'na hlavne v kapitole 2.
T4 prindda zaujimavy pohlad na bankovli reguléciu v CSSR po druhej svetovej vojne a je
prinosnym ozivenim prace.

Tretia kapitola prindsa popis vyvoja legislativnej Upravy postavenia centrélnej banky a
bankového dohladu v SR po roku 1992. V jej zavere autor hodnoti Upravu postavenia NBS
a SBCS vis-a-vis modelu idedlneho regulatora.

V Stvrtej kapitole autor nasledne analyzuje Struktiru bankového dohladu v SR po roku 1992.
Zaroven prinasa analyzu jednotlivych ukazovatelov bankového sektora, na ktorych zéklade
hodnoti efektivnost’ bankového dohladu. V tejto asti by bolo vhodné, ak by praca obsahovala
hibsiu analyzu efektivnosti bankového dohladu a jeho exaktnejsie hodnotenie na zaklade
jednotlivych ukazovatel'ov.

Piata kapitola prindsa potom zasadenie slovenskej regulacie adohladu do eurdpskeho
kontextu. V krétkosti sa venuje procesu integracie dohl'adov na sektorovej drovni a hl'adanie
vhodnej institlicie dohladu; vzhladom na zameranie prace by som olakdval detailnejSiu
diskusiu problému. Obdobne postradam zmienku o procese integracie regulatorov na narodnej
urovni v ramci EU.

Praca je vel'mi dobre spracovanym popisom centralneho bankovnictva a dohl'adu a reguldcie
bankovnictva v SR, ktord prinasa Citatel'ovi moznost’ zorientovat' sa v danej problematike.
V niektorych castiach vSak autor mozno az prili§ jednostranne vyuziva len legislativne
pramene bez vyuzitia inych zdrojov. Aj ked' autor zdéraznuje, Ze pracuje s popisnou analyzou,
azda najvacSou vyhradou k praci je jej az prilisna popisnost’ s tym, Ze v praci chyba definicia
konkrétneho/Specifického problému, ktory by autor v préci detailne analyzoval. Preto
odporti¢am pracu Petra Madleridka k obhajobe s hodnotenim stupria B.
