Diplomova prace se zabyva konceptem “zavéreénych bakalaiskych praci zaka 5. tfid*“ na
zakladni Skole v kontextu badatelsky orientovaného vyucovani. Prace si klade za cil popsat cely
proces vzniku takovéto zavéreCné prace a popsat jeho souvislosti s badatelsky orientovanym

vyucovanim a rozvojem kli¢ovych kompetenci.

Autor v teoretické Casti vysvétluje jednotlivé kroky badatelsky orientovaného vyucovani,
definuje klicové kompetence a piiblizuje problematiku psani a cteni odborného textu.
V praktické ¢asti v kontextu badatelsky orientovaného vyucovani pak analyzuje jednotlivé faze
procesu tvorby zakovské prace od vybéru tématu az po zavérecnou obhajobu. Pii analyze
vychdzi ze zkusenosti pedagogii zékladni Skoly a doplituje ji o konkrétni ukazky ze zdkovskych

praci.
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ABSTRACT

The thesis is looking into the concept of “final theses of 5Sth-grade pupils” attending primary

school in the Czech Republic in the context of inquiry-based learning. The thesis aims to



describe the whole process of creating such pupils' thesis and explain its links to inquiry-based

learning and the development of key competencies.

The author explains individual steps of inquiry-based learning, defines key competencies, and
describes the process of writing and reading academic texts. He analyzes individual steps of the
process of creating pupils’ theses in the context of inquiry-based learning, starting with the topic
selection and ending with the defense. The analysis is enriched with real-life experience from
teachers, who use this concept and with excerpts of the theses.
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
