Tato prace vyuziva literarni prameny 14. stoleti, zejména Novou radu Smila Flasky z Pardubic, ke
zjisténi charakterovych vlastnosti zvirat, které jim byly symbolicky pfisuzovany. Rozbor ukazal, Ze
uvedena symbolika se v 16. stoleti posunula smérem k vétsi realisticnosti chapani zvirecich vlastnosti.
Zhodnoceni vztahli Nové rady ke konkrétnim historickym udalostem prokazalo, Ze toto dilo ma tzkou
souvislost s formovanim panského stavu ve 14. stoleti a s jeho snahou podat krali nauceni o spravném
vztahu mezi Slechtou a panovnikem.

The thesis analyses personality traits symbolically attributed to animals, based on literary sources from
the 14th century, primarily "The New Advice" (Nova rada) by Smil FlaSka z Pardubic. The comparison
of "The New Advice" to the factual historical events reveals close connection to the formation of the
lordship in the 14th century and author's ambitions to advise the king of the appropriate relationship
between king and nobility. The thesis also shows that the addressed symbology has evolved in the 16th
century towards more realistic understanding of animal characteristics.
