ABSTRAKT

Uzemni diferenciace elementarniho vzdélavani v Cesku v 2. poloviné 20. stoleti
(Vliv na lokalni a regionalni rozvoj)

Od druhé poloviny 20. stoleti jsme v mnoha hospodaisky vyspélych zemich, Cesko
nevyjimaje, svédky procesu vyrazné polarizace prostoru v souvislosti se zménami
v rozmisténi elementarnich Skol. Masové uzavirani Skol, zejména na venkové, a
koncentrace vzdélavaci funkce do center region vychazi z obecnych procesi, jakymi
jsou zmény geografické organizace spolec¢nosti, stejné jako ze specifickych historickych
podminek v kazdé zemi. V této praci se na piikladu Ceska pokusime piedstavit pomoci
metod, jeZ jsou geografiim vlastni, zmény, které probéhly v siti elementarnich skol.
Déle budeme specifikovat vybrané disledky tohoto procesu na stabilitu a fungovani
lokalnich komunit a jeho vliv na marginalizaci obci.

ABSTRACT

Territorial Differentiation of Elementary Education in Czechia during the Second
Half of the Twentieth Century (Its Influence on Local and Regional Development)

We are all witnesses to a process of extensive spatial polarization in the distribution
of elementary schools in many economically developed countries, including Czechia,
during the second half of the 20™ and in the 21% century. Processes of mass school
closures, especially in rural areas, and the concentration of educational services
in regional centres, arise out of general processes, such as changes in the geographical
organization of society, as well as the unique historical conditions of each country. With
the example of Czechia we will demonstrate changes in the elementary school network
using methods from geography itself and we will attempt to specify several
consequences of this process that affect the stability and functioning of local
communities and the marginalization of municipalities.
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
