ABSTRAKT

Noc¢ni primati byli dlouho popisovani jako samotaisti, bez socialnich vztahi a
S minimem piimého kontaktu mimo dobu pareni. Byli nahlizeni jako homogenni skupina
s uniformni a primitivni socialni organizaci. VétSina téchto primati si sice hleda potravu o
samoté, studie z posledni doby vSak ukazuji, Ze fada druhti no¢nich primatt sociélni je.
Vytvareji sité socialnich vztahi a Skala socidlnich projevi se pfilis nelisi od té, kterou zname
u dennich primati. Navic zde existuje velka diverzita a variabilita mezi druhy. Tato préace
shrnuje dosavadni poznatky o socialni organizaci u no¢nich primatt, vénuje se historii jejiho

vyzkumu a také evolu¢nim vliviim, které mohou na socialitu u no¢nich primata pisobit.
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ABSTRACT

Nocturnal primates have been described as solitary, without social networks and with
minimum direct contact outside the mating season. They have been perceived as a
homogenous group with uniform and primitive social organisation. Most of these primates
forage solitarily, however recent studies have shown that a substantial number of nocturnal
primate species is social. They possess social networks and the scale of their social
interactions does not differ much from the one we know in diurnal primates. This work
summarizes actual knowledge about social organisation in nocturnal primates, it focuses on
the history of its research and also on the evolutionary forces that can influence sociality

among nocturnal primates.
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
