Abstract

The aim of this Bachelor thesis is to outline Orwell’s and Lewis’ views of religion, tyranny,
science and the world as a whole, and the author’s methods of treating characters. The main topic is
their vision of a dystopian future after World War Two in their books Nineteen Eighty-Four (1949)
and That Hideous Strength (1945). The thesis attempts to compare them, find similarities,
differences, where they were wrong and where they were right in their predictions and finally to
decide what their most important contribution (maybe not only to the literary world) was. It also
tries to comment on modern criticism of Orwell and Lewis and possibly to come up with counter or
corroborative arguments. The author would like to deal especially with the differences between
their insights, compare them and comment on them in order to point out their singularity among

other authors.

Resumé

Cilem této bakalarské prace je naznacit v hlavnich rysech Orwellovy a Lewisovy postoje
k nabozenstvi, tyranii, véd¢ a ke svétu jako takovému a jejich zptisobu, jak nakladaji s postavami.
Hlavnim tématem pak je jejich predstava dystopie ve svété po druhé svétové valce v jejich knihach
Devatendcet osmdesat ctyri (1949) a Ta obludna sila (1945). Prace se pokousi je srovnat, najit
shody, rozdily, to v ¢em se jejich pfedpovédi mylily a v ¢em mély pravdu a kone¢né rozhodnout, co
byl jejich nejvetsi piinos (mozna ze nejen pro svét literarni). Také se pokousi opatiit komentar ke
kritice Orwella a Lewise a pfijit pfipadné s podplirnymi ¢i protiargumenty. Autor by se rad
pfedevsim zabyval rozdily mezi jejich ndzory, srovnal je a okomentoval je za ic¢elem poukézani na

jejich vyjimecnost mezi ostatnimi autory.
