ANOTACE

Cilem této bakalaiské prace je popsat uméleckou tvorbu malife Viktora Olivy na konci 19.
Viktora Olivy, zvIasté pak v oblasti ilustrace, knizni grafiky, plakatové tvorby, monumentalni
malby avolné tvorby. Uvodni kapitola pojednava o Zivoté Viktora Olivy a kulturnich
Viktora Olivy (pobyt v Mnichové, pobyt v Pafizi, retrospektivni vystava V. Olivy v Topicové
salonu v roce 1896, redaktorska cinnost v ¢asopisu Zlata Praha). Nasledujici kapitola je
vénovana nejrozsahlejsi Olivové tvorbe, kterd se tyka knizni grafiky a knizni ilustrace. Tato
Cast také stru¢né pohovoii o vzniku a piisobeni nejvétsich prazskych nakladatelskych domd,
s nimiz Oliva spolupracoval. Rozsahlé mnozstvi materiald, které se tyka knizni a ¢asopisecké
kultury, je zastoupeno nékolika vytvarné kvalitnimi pfiklady. Jmenovana dila jsou opatfena
popisem. Dalsi kapitola pojednava o fenoménu plakatu v souvislosti s ¢eskou i evropskou
umeéleckou scénou a Olivové vyznamném postaveni ve vytvarném pojeti afiSe. Dalsi cast
bakalarské prace popisuje bohémsky Zivot Viktora Olivy ajeho umélecké plsobeni
V prazském uskupeni Mahabaratha (kresby). Zasadni ¢ast prace se vénuje také malifskému
dilu Viktora Olivy, které je dodnes velmi podceniovano. Kromé& vyzdoby slavné kavarny
Slavie (dekorativni panneau a obraz Absinth) aobrazii z kavarny v plzeiiské Mestanské
besed¢, se Vv nasledujici kapitole dozvime o Olivové monumentalni malbé (velky sal na
Zofing, Mé&stanska beseda v Plzni, Zeyertv dom, aj.). Zavéreéna &ast prace shrne vétsinou
nezndma dila z oblasti volné tvorby (mondénni vyobrazeni, snové obrazy, zanrové scény).
Praci uzavira kapitola o uméleckém vyznamu Viktora Olivy, ktera zaroven vysvétluje, proc¢
na jeho dilo bylo téméf zapomenuto. Price je obohacena o soupisovy katalog dél ze
sledovaného obdobi.



ANNOTATION

The aim of this BA thesis is to investigate painter and designer Viktor Oliva’s artistic output
from the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th century. This specific period corresponds
to Oliva’s most productive era in the fields of illustration, book design, poster art and
monumental painting, and also with respect to his personal projects. The introductory chapter
deals with Viktor Oliva’s life in connection to fin-de-siécle culture. This part covers the most
important events in his life (his stay in Munich, then in Paris; the retrospective exhibition of
his work in the Topi¢ salon in 1896; his picture involvement with the Zlata Praha periodical).
The next chapter deals with the most extensive sub-category of Oliva’s artistic production,
namely book design and book illustration. This part also briefly sketches the foundation and
operation of some of the largest publishing houses in Prague, with which Oliva collaborated.
The wealth of material available in Oliva’s portfolio in this regard is exemplified by several
high-quality items, all of which are analysed in detail. The following chapter then deals with
the phenomenon of posters against the backdrop of Czech and European art, highlighting
Oliva’s influence on the approach to poster art. The next part of the thesis describes the life of
the Prague bohéme and Oliva’s work in the context of the Mahabaratha society (drawings).
The main part of this study is concerned with Oliva’s painting, an area of his work which is
very much underestimated up until the present day. Apart from his decorative work for the
Café Slavie in Prague (a decorative panneau and a painting entitled Absinth), this chapter
deals with his paintings in the M¢Stanskd beseda café in Pilsen, and also his monumental
oeuvre (the great hall of Zofin palace, the M&stanska beseda in Pilsen, the house of the
architect Zeyer, etc.). The final part of the study summarizes Oliva’s personal projects, which
are generally not well-known (“fashionable society scenes”, “dreamy compositions”, “genre
scenes”). The BA thesis ends with a chapter appraising Viktor Oliva’s artistic relevance and
trying to ascertain reasons why his work has almost been forgotten. The study also features
a catalogue of Oliva’s works from the period under consideration.
