Diplomova prace se vénuje problematice bankovnich krizi, konkrétné otazkam spojenym
s jejich identifikovanim a datovanim, coz je aktualni a stale oteviena oblast badani. Autor
v praci neaplikoval ekonometricky model, nicméné vyuzil statisticky aparat pfi konstrukci
dvou indext bankovni stability, které aplikoval (vypocital a vyhodnotil) pro 11 vybranych
krajin.

Prvni tfi kapitoly tvofi teoretickou ¢ast, ve které autor predklada podrobnou reSersi literatury
tykajici se dané problematiky. Pocinaje ¢tvrtou kapitolou prezentuje vysledky vlastni prace.
Pfedklada soubor bankovnich krizi v jim vybranych 11 krajinach, uvadénych jak v hlavnich
databazich (4. kapitola prace), tak identifikovanych dvéma indexy bankovni stability,
rekonstruovanych autorem (Banking Sector Fragility Index a Index of Monetary Pressure).
Na zaveér porovnava vysledky obou pfistupu (databaze vs. Indexy), coz je vlastnim pfinosem
autora prace.

Celkové Ize diplomovou praci hodnotit jako zdafilou. Autor pfi zpracovani diplomové prace
velmi dobfe spolupracoval a ve své praci dokazal jak schopnost syntézy vicera existujicich
pfistupl v oblasti tykajici se identifikovani bankovnich krizi, tak schopnost rekonstruovat a
hlavné interpretovat indexy kfehkosti bankovniho sektoru pro jim vybrané krajiny.
