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Kolinsko svou polohou i ptihodnymi pfirodnimi podminkami patii ke staré sidelni
oblasti Ceské kotliny a fadi se k nejlépe archeologicky poznanym tizemim u nas. I pies tuto
skute¢nost poskytl zachranny archeologicky vyzkum v trase stavby silni¢niho obchvatu
Kolina mnozstvi novych a v mnohém unikatnich stop starSich antropogennich aktivit.
Neobycejnou koncentraci zde vytvaii pidorysy dlouhych domi neolitického stati (kultury
s keramikou linearni a vypichanou). Predev§im vyskyt a forma pozlstatkd
mladoneolitickych obytnych struktur piedstavuje fenomén, ktery nemd u nés analogie.
Predmétem predkladané prace je archeologicky rozbor veSkerych neolitickych sidliStnich
nalezl a chronologické zatazeni dokladii téchto prozatim jedine¢nych obytnych konstrukeci.
Navic vyhodnoceni mladoneolitického sidli§t¢ doprovézeného pozlstatky doml jako
chronologicko-prostorové jednotky prozatim schazelo. Dulezitym tikolem do budoucna je
synchronizace s nedalekym dosud nezpracovanym rondelovym komplexem a dalSimi
nepublikovanymi aredly snéalezy pidoryst jinych mladoneolitickych staveb (napf.
v PfiSovicich nebo Jarométi). Sidlisté v Koliné je zasazeno do kontextu vyvoje osidleni

definovaného regionu uzsiho Kolinska v neolitu.
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The Kolin region pertains to the old settlement area of the Bohemian Basin with its
setting and favourable environment and archaeologically is classed as one of the best
explored areas over here. In spite of this fact, the rescue excavation of route of the Kolin
bypass construction provided amount of the new and the unique traces of older
antropogenic activities. The ground plans of the long Neolithic houses (Linear Pottery
culture, Stroked Pottery culture) form the exceptional concentration. Firstly the presence
and the form of the residues of the late Neolithic residential structures represent the
phenomenon which is without the analogies over here. The aim of the study is the

archaeological analysis of the complete Neolithic settlement findings and the chronological



inclusion of these unique residential evidences. Moreover, the interpretation of the late
Neolithic settlement complemented with the residues of the houses as the chronological-
spatial unit was needed. Further research is necessary to synchronize it with the close
rondel complex just analysed and other areas with the ground plans of the late Neolithic
houses (e.g. PfiSovice or Jaromét) not published yet. The site in Kolin is put into the
context of the development of the settlement in the defined narrower Kolin's region in the

Neolithic.
