Abstract

The diploma thesis deals with the major accents of English used by Northern Irish speakers
and their application in teaching English as a foreign language. In the theoretical part of the
text, the fundamental information concerning the language development in the given area is
put forward. Furthermore, it concentrates on the division of particular accents and attempts for
their characterisation in comparison to Received Pronunciation. In the following practical
part, the text concentrates on the application of the theoretical findings in lessons for English
language students at a Czech grammar school. It describes the preparation of the teaching
materials and of the lesson plan, and their subsequent application in sample lessons. The
evaluation of the activities is based on the student feedback which is discussed in the final

chapter.
