Summary:

This thesis deals with fantasy literature and it points at some specificity of two
dimensions’ stories on the example of the novel trilogy “Inkworld” by CoRNELIA
Funke. Firstly, there is defined the term fantasy literature in the theoretical part.
Consequently, there are described four genres in detail, which belong to fantasy
literature — fantasy, science fiction, fairy tale and fantasy tale. The analysis of the
trilogy “Inkworld” is focused on the conception of double proportioning and the
position of fate in this work.

The assumption that in ”Inkworld” the author creates two equal independent
parts of the real world and the fantasy world, has been proved, as well as the
premise of a significant position of fate, which can be changed by some character,

such as love, friendship and will to self-devotion.
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
