ABSTRAKT

Bakalarska prace Krejcovské remeslo ve zlaté ére prvni republiky, se zabyva odévnictvim a
zplisoby produkce odévii v Ceskoslovensku v letech 1924 — 1929. Tedy rozmahajici se
pramyslovou (konfekéni) vyrobou, zakazkovym Sitim odév, které poskytovali drobni
Zivnostnici (Svadleny a krejci), uméleckou tvorbou ve stylu haute couture, produkovanou
pfednimi modelovymi domy, i domaci vyrobou odév, o které bylo dosud v odborné
literature pojednano jen velmi malo a kterou se pokousim v mezich bakaldrské prace alespon
Castecné zasadit do SirSiho spolecenského kontextu. Pramennou zakladnu prace tvofri
predevsim dobové Casopisy, a to jak specidlni mddni ¢asopisy poskytujici svym étendrkam
stfihovou sluzbu a podporujici tak individudlni vyrobu odév, tak spolecenské magaziny
reflektujici pojeti mody v dané dobé, stejné tak odborné krejéovské ¢asopisy, z nichz lze
Cerpat informace o prvorepublikové urovni krej¢ovského femesla i problémech, s nimiz se
potykalo v ramci konkurenéniho boje s konfekéni vyrobou. Samozifejmou soucasti prace je
vymezeni fenoménu maody a jeho konkrétniho pojeti, stejné jako charakteristika mody ve 20.
letech 20. stoleti a analyza odévnich typl utvorena na zakladé studia periodik. Cilem prace je
poskytnuti co moznd nejkomplexné;jsi tematizace problému krejcovského femesla, ktera
mUze poslouZit jako vychodisko pro dalsi studium a badani.
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ABSTRACT

The thesis Tailor’s Trade in the Golden Era of the First Republic deals with clothing industry
and all ways of producing garments in Czechoslovakia in 1924 — 1929. It analysis increasing
industrial ready-to-wear production, custom-tailored clothes that provide local traders,
artwork produced by haute couture fashion houses and also self-help domestic sewing.
Some of these topics were not still analysed in literature sufficiently. This thesis also makes
efforts to contextualize tailoring and social status. It is based on research of wide range of
period magazines, including fashion magazines providing sewing patterns for do-it-yourself
sewing, social magazines speaking about general view on fashion in first republic period and
of course specialized press intended for dressmakers, tradesmen and hatters. In the first
part of the thesis the author provides an overview of essence of fashion and its specifics in
that time. The aim of the thesis is to provide the most complete perspective on tailoring
work within a limited period of the First Czechoslovak Republic and its integration into the
social context.
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
