
Abstract 
 

The work examines the political public mass meetings in Bohemia with specialization 

on Podkrkonoší. It informs about incidents, which had happened before political public mass 

meetings took place, or which inspired meetings. Thesis informs about main events as the 

Revolutions of 1848 in the Austrian Empire, the restoration constitutional life in the Austrian 

Empire, the Austro-Prussian War and the Austro-Hungarian Compromise of 1867. The main 

thesis purpose is the presentation of atmosphere of selected political mass meetings and the 

activities of local people and civil servants in Hořice during 1868 – 1870. Also, the work 

gives us basic information about political public mass meetings in Bohemia and Moravia and 

their influence on the Czech constitutional fight. 
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
