Ssometimes I've gone to a family where
there’s a mother (.) and a father. with a lovely home. and the parents working and knowing right from
wrong. with you know a lovely brother and a sister. and then (.) one child goes that is involved

in gang crime. so you have bad families actually (.) and good children finding their way through

and you can have good families (.) finding they’ve got bad children. so | agree with Julia is
very complicated indeed. but I do think it’s also important that not only do young people stay
straight and narrow but they ve got good parenting and we should support parents in bringing
up their children. but they do need to have and this is one of the points that David Lammy (.)
the MP for Tottenham have made very much. he said he was brought up by a lone parent.

with very little money. on a very difficult estate. he sometimes felt very frustrated and felt the

authority. the social reforms of the past 40 years, particularly the the the Children Act but many
others. have stripped parents of any authority of their children to such an extent that if they

try to exercise it, they can often get into quite severe trouble. and | really do not think that it

is fair (.) to say to parents first of all you must not exercise authority of your children. and then

they will throw out of your house because your children misbehave. it’s a gimmick. it’s a

stunt. it’s the kind of thing which governments of the kind that we ha:ve the kind of

government that we had a couple of years ago will reach for when they are in trouble (.) to make

themselves look tough. when in reality they are neither tough nor prepared to the reality of the

situation.

Description of Any Questions? and Special Martina Veselovského

The website of BBC (available from http://www.bbc.co.uk/programmes/b006qgvj)
characterizes Any Questions? as a “topical discussion in which a panel of personalities from
the worlds of politics, media and elsewhere are posed questions by the audience”. According
to the British news sever The Telegraph (available from
http://www.telegraph.co.uk/culture/tvandradio/bbc/8454990/Any-Questions-cancelled-for-

first-time-in-its-history.html), in its over 60-year long history, it is believed that there has
been only one actual cancellation due to some technical difficulties, which contributes to how

highly BBC and the British, value the programme.

The programme is broadcast every Friday at exactly 8:02 p.m., being aired again the next day
at exactly at 1:10 p. m. It lasts 48 minutes and is immediately followed by Any Answers? —a
programme in which, according to the website of BBC (available from
http://www.bbc.co.uk/programmes/b006gmmy), the audience has the opportunity to respond
to the issues raised in the previous edition of Any Questions?. The audience plays an
important role even within each edition of Any Questions?: the people present at the debate

ask the panellists direct questions that the panellists have to answer immediately.

Any Questions? is a typical example of analytical journalism — each of the participants in the
debate can express his or her opinion, and react to the questions raised by the audience,
perhaps even by the other participants or the presenter himself, with the presenter watching
over the even distribution of time. According to an email from Victoria Wakely, one of the
producers of the programme (available in an email archive of the author), there are 1.8 million
listeners of the programme in the two broadcasting days in the week counted together. Since

1987, the name of Jonathan Dimbleby has been connected to the programme, and has
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doubtless made a great contribution to the image of the programme and its language in

general.

Jonathan Dimbleby studied philosophy in University College in London, as the BBC website
points out (available from http://www.bbc.co.uk/programmes/b006qgvj/presenters/jonathan-
dimbleby). He began his career in 1969 as a television as well as a radio reporter for BBC. He
wrote series for ITV network, worked as a producer and, among others, published a biography
of Prince Charles. His documentaries about the British rule in the world as well as about
Ethiopia or Kosovo met with success. He is also currently chairman of Index on Censorship.
It can thus be supposed that the language of Jonathan Dimbleby, a highly respected and
internationally recognized journalist, meets with the standards of BBC as an institution that,

among others, establishes the boundaries of propriety in this area.

The Czech counterpart of BBC's panel discussion is Special Martina Veselovského: in the
past, the editions always covered the topics relevant for the given region in which the
particular edition took place. Nowadays, the editions cover one topic irrespective of any
region, such as the European Union, state security and others. The number of panellists can
differ, depending on the given topic: in one of the pre-election specials, for example, there

were eight panellists as representatives of eight potential parliamentary parties.

According to the website of Cesky rozhlas (available from
http://www.rozhlas.cz/radiozurnal/porady/_porad/101101), Special Martina Veselovského has
been broadcast since 2010. As stated by Petr Dudek from the Centre of news reporting in
Cesky rozhlas on the 17th December 2013, its popularity is quiet high, considering the fact
that we deal with that part of journalism that in Czech is called publicistika and which does
not usually meet with great interest from the audience: as opposed to British journalism,

within the framework of Czech journalism, we distinguish news reporting from the area in
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which there is space for commentaries and personal opinions. According to Dudek, there are
under 200, 000 listeners on average. One week, the programme is presented by Martin
Veselovsky, and the following week by Veronika Sedlackova. The production team the

involved these two presenters, editor and a producer.

The role of the audience in the programme is the same as in Any Questions?: they have the
opportunity to ask questions of the panellists which are usually concerned with social or
political topics. Special Martina Veselovského does not have such a long history as its British
counterpart but already meets with great respect from the listeners, which enables Cesky
rozhlas to create more and more editions on various special occasions. Cesky rozhlas has
never before used this exact dialogue format — a panel discussion in its broadcasting, yet, or
maybe that is why, it is generally very welcome in the Czech environment. Martin

Veselovsky, the presenter of the programme, is doubtless one of the factors of its success.

Martin Veselovsky studied at the Faculty of Arts and in the past, he worked as a presenter of a
talk show as well as a political TV debate. Nowadays, he is one of the voices of the
programme called Dvacet minut Radiozurnalu in Cesky rozhlas and also of these special

editions of a panel discussion that even carry his name.
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Description of the participants in the selected editions of Any Questions? and Special Martina

Veselovského and their language culture

Since the language is a system with which every person operates individually, it is important
to explore the environment in which each individual speaker exists. The style that s/he uses
should be adjusted according to the situation, and also, the social background of the speakers
plays an important part. It would thus be helpful to mention the individual panellists in both

Czech and English editions of the selected radio debates and their roles in public.

In our edition of Any Questions?, there are four panellists - Sayeeda Warsi who, at the time
of the recording, sat in the Cabinet as a Co-Chairman of the Conservative Party, Harriet
Harman as a Deputy Leader of the Labour Party, Julia Unwin as Director of the Joseph
Rowntree Foundation, and Peter Hitchens, a columnist of the Mail on Sunday. Judging from
the occupations of the panellists themselves, we can say that they are certain to possess the
knowledge of how to participate in the media discourse, and their language skills correspond
to their frequent public appearances and all the supposed training needed for exercising their

public roles.

In our edition of Special Martina Veselovského, there are five panellists - Jiti Zimola, the
head representative of the region of South Bohemia and representative of the Social
Democratic Party, Tomas Jirsa, a senator and mayor of Hluboka nad Vltavou, representative
of the Civic Democratic Party, Petr Brany, an MP of the Communist Party, Zden¢k Bezecny,
an MP of TOP 09, Lubo§ Prasa, the director of South Bohemia regional office and

representative of Jihocesi 2012.

As opposed to the selected edition of Any Questions?, all the participants on the Czech panel

are politicians, covering the full spectrum of political parties. On the panel of Any Questions?,
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there are, apart from the politicians of two opposing parties, a social service representative
and a journalist who also have their own views of political issues, which becomes apparent in
the course of the discussion, since in this particular role, they are lobbying for maintaining
their public image and their interests as well as the rest of the politicians. Thus, we can
assume that their linguistic means do not differ from those used by the rest of the BBC
panellists. We can further assume that the media discourse in the United Kingdom and the
Czech Republic is nowadays very similar and their development is thus essential for the

stylistic analysis as well.
