Abstrackt: This thesis addresses the historical separation of state authority
which is illustrated on the example of the Czech Republic and French Republic,
especially on the position of the head of the state. The goal is to identify the

identical and differing characteristics of the presidential status of both republics.

The thesis is divided into three chapters and into a sub-chapters. The first
chapter explains the development of the decomposition of the state authority from
the first theoretical thoughts to the practical incorporation into the political system.
The Second chapter describes in separate sub-chapters, the division of the state
authority in Czech Republic and France. Third chapter is dedicated to the position,
mandate, election and the competencies of the head of the state in both countries.
Subsequently the gathered information is summarized in a sub-chapter, where the

identical and differing characteristics of both presidential functions is discussed.
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
