THE EVENT 
 

On Saturday April 5th 2014 the European JKA-karate Championships 

2014 will be organized in Belgium.   These European Championships 

were held for the first time in 1996, in Ghent (Belgium), and are a 

sports encounter between more than 300 top-competitors from over 

20 European countries. 

 

Planning of the Championships  

From 9 am the elimination rounds in the different disciplines will take 

place.  Matches in kumite (free fight between two competitors) and 

kata (style exercise), individually and by team, men and women, 

juniors and seniors, will happen simultaneously on six different match 

floors.  The finals commence in the late afternoon.   

 

Accommodation  

The Championships will take place in the Sports Hall Lange Munt in 

Kortrijk. The Sports Hall accommodates more than 2,000 spectators, is

JKA-KARATE 
 

History 

Generally speaking (and certainly in Japan) Funakoshi Gichin Sensei 

(master) is seen as the founder of modern karate.   

In 1949 the Japan Karate Association (JKA) was founded by his 

disciples and under his control; it’s mission being the ' Keeper or 

Karate's Highest Tradition'.  

In 1957, this organization was officially recognized by the Japanese 

Ministry of education.   

 

"Modern" and "traditional" karate 

It is assumed that there are currently about 50 million karate 

practitioners world-wide.     

Due to the global spread in the ' 70s and ' 80s and under the influence 

of Western culture a modern competition form was introduced, 

generally appointed as ' sports-karate ', in which several points can be 

scored and with more emphasis on athletic aspects.   

JKA karate, which was introduced in Europe at the end of the 60 's, is 

appreciated world-wide as the most important form of traditional 

karate practice, having the main focus on the martial aspect.   On one 

hand, as in real life,  one has just one chance (Ippon) which should be 

used to the maximum.  On the other hand, there is the respect for 

important values such as courage, commitment, honesty, self-control 

and etiquette. 

Both orientations, traditional karate and sports-karate, are practiced 

next to each other, but have distinct differences in experience and in 

competition.  Sports-karate focuses on competition and scoring 

several points, traditional karate emphasizes especially the martial 

(one chance) and the educational aspects.  

 

JKA karate competition ("Keeper of Karate's Highest Tradition")  

during JKA-matches the emphasis on the following aspects will be 

reflected: 

- the mastering of techniques, 

- the total commitment, 

- the self protection, 

- focus on one decisive score, 

- the etiquette. 

 

 

 



 

JKA-KARATE IN BELGIUM 
 

JKA karate was introduced in Belgium in 1966 by Miyazaki Satoshi 

Shihan.   

JKA-Belgium expanded under his driving force, supported by the 

commitment and enthusiasm of his students, and presently counts 

approx. 7,000 karateka’s in about 100 Belgian clubs.  

The Belgian JKA-karate has a high reputation in the JKA-world, both in 

competition and in terms of the qualitative level of traditional 

practice.    

In 1982 the Belgian kata-team succeeded as first and only team to 

defeat the Japanese team in Japan.   Also in kumite the Belgians have a 

strong reputation, especially after 1989, when the Belgian team won 

the Open Japanese JKA-Championships, also here as first and only 

foreign team.  That the Belgian team succeeded to keep this level was 

proven by reaching the finals in 2000 at the 8th World Shoto Cup1.  

This reputation still holds: both for team and individual competition 

the current European title for seniors (Constance, Germany, 2013) is in 

Belgian hands2.  Just a confirmation of the year before (Prague, Tsjech 

Republic, 2012) where the competitors in the finals were two Belgians.

Competitors and public will be 

equally distributed between men and women.  Ages will be very 

diverse with an emphasis on young people (14-25). 

In addition there will be a (rather limited) indirect range : all contacted 

clubs, references in various media, promotion on video panels in the 

city of Kortrijk, passers-by, ... 

 

Values 

To the participating karateka’s courage, commitment, honesty, self-

control and etiquette are important values in the practice of their 

sport. In addition values as "family" (the JKA-family), friendship and 

team spirit also take an important place in JKA-karate. 

On this basis, the organization is convinced that the link of the image 

of our sponsors with the quality of our sport and this European 

Championship can yield added value for both parties.
