The thesis named "The French-Czech relations after the French Presidency of the EU (2009-
2013)" examines the development of the French-Czech relations in the five-year period after
the French Presidency of the EU in the second half of 2008, followed by the Czech
Presidency in the first half of 2009.

EU membership affects bilateral relationships between France and the Czech Republic which
signed together in 2008 Strategic Partnership. Problematic handover of the presidency of the
Council of the EU has showed their divergent interests and their different ideas about the
European integration. With regard to its less significant position in Europe, cooperation is
more important for the Czech Republic, while France, a founding member of the EU and one
of the key players of European politics, is not so dependent on cooperation with the Czech
Republic. The work aims to find out to what extent and in what way cooperation between
France and the Czech Republic in the fields of foreign policy, defense and security, justice
and home affairs, transport, environment, trade and economic relations, culture, science and
education was influenced by multilateral dimension of cooperation within the European

Union. This diploma thesis is divided into three main parts.

The diploma thesis "The French-Czech relations after the French EU Presidency (2009-

2013)" examines the development of the Franco-Czech relations in the five years after the



French EU presidency in the second half of 2008, which was replaced by the Czech
Presidency in the first half of 2009 . It is evident that EU membership reflects in the bilateral
relations between Member States.The aim of this work is to findo out whether a similar
process occurs in the opposite direction, that is, whether bilateral cooperation between France
and the Czech Republic contributes to the Europeanisation of relations in the fields of foreign
policy, defense and security, justice and home affairs, transport, environment, trade and
economic relations, culture, science and education. The work is divided into two main parts.
After a theoretical and methodological introduction, the first one treats the evolution of the
French-Czech relations in the 20" and 21% century, the largest part of the work is the analysis
of key areas derived from the text of Strategic Partnership established in 2008. In the final
chapter, the author tries to generalize the Europeanisation of bilateral relations between these
two EU Member States with regard to the importance of bilateral and multilateral cooperation

in integrated Europe.

we get the first part to problems of Franco-Czech relations nod for their development in the
20th and 21th century, but the most extensive part consists of analysis of the key areas of
cooperation derived from the text of the strategic partnership. Strategic Partnership We
understood as an instrument of revival of bilateral relations, also as a tool to facilitate
cooperation at the European level. In the final chapter the author attempted a general
evaluation of the Europeanization of relations between two EU member states on the substrate

bilateral and multilateral cooperation in an integrated Europe.
