Nasledujici prace se zabyva problematikou neverbalni komunikace v riznych kulturach a
to predevsim jejimi dvéma druhy - gestikou a mimikou. Nejvétsi pozornost je soustiedéna na
analyzu toho, jak je v Cesky publikované, piivodni i piekladové odborné literatufe pojat
vyklad o vybranych neverbalnich prostiedcich v riznych kulturach. Prace se zamétuje
pfevazné na to, nakolik jsou v piisluSnych publikacich zohlednéna kulturni specifika
ptislusnych prostfedkd, na které kultury je pokladan nejvétsi diraz a jaké informace jsou o
danych prostfedcich sdélovany. Nejprve je popsan samotny pojem neverbalni komunikace,
poté jeji druhy, ve struc¢nosti jejich charakteristika a stézejni Casti celé prace je pravé ona
zminéna analyza vybranych publikaci, kde bylo primarnim tkolem zjistit, jakou mérou se
ceSti 1 zahranicni autofi zabyvaji mezikulturnimi rozdily v problematice neverbalni

komunikace, a co o nich pojednavaji.
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This thesis concerns itself with forms of nonverbal communication in various cultures,
most importantly with its main two forms — gestics and mimics. A great deal of attention is
devoted to analysis of the interpretation of certain nonverbal means of communication in
Czech scholarly publications, both original works and translations from other languages. The
main task of the thesis is to determine how much certain cultural specifics of these means of
communication are taken into account, which cultures are accentuated the most and what sort
of information is conveyed about these means of communication. Firstly the term “nonverbal
communication” is defined, then its various forms are described (including briefly its
characteristics), and the main part of the thesis is the aforementioned analysis of selected
publications, where my primary goal was to determine, to what extent do Czech and foreign
authors concern themselves with intercultural differences in connection to the topic of

nonverbal communication and their conclusions.
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
