Hans Küng (b. 1928) is a Swiss theologian and a Roman Catholic priest who in the 

second half of the twentieth century introduced a characteristic and very critical 

interpretation of Roman Catholic theology. The aim of this work is to concentrate on 

one part of Küng's theological thinking only, that is his christology. Specifically, the 

focus is on the reflection and criticism from the perspective of the historical-critical 

method and Jewish theology.
