Abstrakt (Cesky)

Tématem moji prace je piiblizeni spornych otazek tykajicich se narodniho vymezeni srbské
komunity v Dalmacii mezi lety 1878 az 1905. Jedna se o dil¢i posouzeni vztahu pra-voslavné
cirkve a srbského narodniho hnuti v Dalmacii. Dale se prace zaméiuje na zformova-ni
komunity fimskokatolickych Srbi a jejich vnitini profilaci. Zkouman je rovnéz srbsky pii-
stup k jejich konfliktu s Chorvaty v ramci Dalmacie. Prace ma téz priblizit historiografické
spory vedené na toto t¢éma mezi chorvatskymi a srbskymi historiky.

V praci se ptiblizuji okolnosti zformovani srbského narodniho hnuti a vzniku samostatné
politické srbské strany. Ve zvoleném obdobi se vénuji v rdmei strany prezentovanému
piistupu k pravoslavi a pristupu vedeni pravoslavné cirkve k vymezeni srbské narodni
identity. Déle se zabyvam fimskokatolickymi Srby a spornymi otdzkami s nimi spojenymi.
Zam¢ril jsem se také na postoj srbské reprezentace k chorvatskému narodnimu hnuti a vypo-
fadani se s jeho naroky v ramci vlastniho narodniho projektu.

Zjistil jsem, Ze propojeni mezi liberalnim srbskym narodnim hnutim a mistnim vedenim
pravoslavné cirkve bylo té€snéjsi, nez je bézn¢ uvadéno v odborné literatute. V piipadé Srbu
katolikl se mi podafilo pfiblizit konflikt mezi jejich virou a narodni identitou, ale i jejich roli
v mistnim srbsko-chorvatském konfliktu. Dale jsem podchytil vliv dubrovnické nobility na
jejich Sifeni v pozitivnim i negativnim smyslu.

Podatilo se mi osvétlit tehdejsi srbskou rezistenci vici chorvatskému integracnimu konceptu.
Zjistil jsem, Ze srbsky ptistup charakterizovala jak opakujici se ptima konfrontace, tak
prabézné usili o koexistenci a spolupraci. Objevil jsem, Ze jeho soucasti bylo jak uznani
srbskych dil¢ich narok, tak 1 kompromisni jihoslovanska idea. Také jsem prokazal znacnou
miru ucelovosti spojenou s vefejnym Sifenim srbskych ptedstav o jejich identité. Prace by
méla pomoci korigovat zjednodusSend a jednostranna hodnoceni obsazena v fadé praci
zabyvajicich se stejnou tématikou.

Abstract (in English):

This work examines issues related to the national definition of the Serb community in
Dalmatia between 1878 and 1905. It provides a partial assessment of the relationship between
the Orthodox Church and the Serbian National Movement in Dalmatia. The thesis focuses on
the formation of the Roman Catholic community of Serbs and the internal profile of this
community. It also studies how the Serbians approached their conflict with the Croats within
Dalmatia. This work also closely considers the historiographical disputes filed on this issue
between Croatian and Serbian historians.

The work examines the circumstances leading up to the formation of the Serbian national
movement and the creation of the independent Serbian political parties. | specifically focus on
the political parties within the selected period for which Orthodoxy and the Orthodox Church
are closely tied to the definition of the Serbian national identity. | also deal with the
contentious issues with the Serbs and Roman Catholic communities. | also study the attitude
of Serb representatives to the Croatian national movement and to deal with their rights under
this national project.

| found that the connection between the liberal Serbian National Movement and the local
leadership of the Orthodox Church was closer than is commonly reported in the literature. In
the case of the Catholic Serbs, | found a deep conflict between their faith and their national



identity, and in their role in the local Serbian-Croatian conflict. | also look at the positive and
negative impact of the Dubrovnik nobility and the dissemination of this impact.

I manage to shed light on the former Serb resistance to the Croatian integration. | found that
the Serbian approach was characterized by recurring direct confrontation and ongoing efforts
to coexistence and cooperation. I discovered that it included both a Serbian recognition of
partial claims, and the idea of a Yugoslavian compromise. | also demonstrate that there was a
considerable focus on the public dissemination of Serbian ideas about their identity. The work
should help correct a simplified and one-sided assessment contained in a series of other works
dealing with the same theme.
