This thesis deals with brother Roger Schutz, the founder of the Christian community in Taizé.
Through the analysis of selected texts written by Roger, contributions of contemporary
theologians and biographical literature the thesis presents his relation to theology and argues to
support the hypothesis that brother Roger can be considered as theologian, whose work enriched
the theological thinking.
